A Gift That Keeps On Giving

Dear Resident:

Hosting one of the largest economic development projects in the world —
GlobalFoundries - has been a formidable task for the small town of Malta.
Crafting legislation, constructing water /sewer/gas and power lines and building
new roads has been hard work for the town, leaders, private utilities and
experts at every level of government.

We want to thank our citizens for being patient and enduring the growing pains
that go with our transformation into the 21t Century town that is our  destiny.
We also want to thank GlobalFoundries for being a good neighbor. You have
been responsive and helped to ease the growing pains in this time of change.
Welcome to our family town!

Thank you also for your generous gifts of $1 Million for a new ball field complex
and a cash gift of $3 Million. Of the $3 Million, $750,000 has been already
given to the Town. An additional $1,125,000 will be donated upon completion
of a prototype chip and $1,125,000 more when the semiconductor plant goes
into full production later this year.

Malta’s Town Board has decided to deposit the $3 Million in a “foundation” — the
GlobalFoundries-Town of Malta Foundation, Inc. Except for an initial disbursement
of $37,500, the principal will not be touched.

Ninety percent (90%) of the interest received from the fund will be granted to
the town’s non-profit organizations by the Foundation Board for community arts
and theater; historical sites and events; education; sports and recreation. Ten
percent (10%) will be retained to grow the foundation.

The foundation is ““a gift that keeps on giving.”

Members of the Foundation Board are Glenn Rockwood, owner of Fillpoint,
Karen Heggen, 1s Assistant District Attorney, David Meager former Town
Supervisor, Steve Groseclose and Travis Bullard from GlobalFoundries.

On December 22 the Board distributed an initial $37,500 to 13 community
organizations. Read more about the grants and recipient organizations in this
newsletter.

ROUND LAKE ROAD CORRIDOR STUDY
Councilperson Maggi Ruisi

In April of 2011 the Town Board authorized the Exit 11
Mini Master Plan Update Committee. The committee was
organized to review and make recommendations for
updates to the Mini Master Plan for the area, which was
originally written in 1993 and went through a minor
update in 2005. Development happening both in the Town
and in neighboring towns brought the issues of Round Lake
Road to the forefront, and the committee was off and
running.

Consisting of residents of the neighborhood, Tom Clavin
and Mark Hamm, representatives from both the Town and
the Village of Round Lake, Maggi Ruisi and Dominick
Delorio, and the Town Planning Board, Dave Wallingford,
the committee worked with Tony Tozzi, the Town Building
and Planning Director to delve into the heart of this active
neighborhood. After several meetings one thing became
clear, traffic is the issue.

In October of 2011 the Town Board authorized a contract
with  Chazen Engineering and Creighton Manning
Engineering to help the committee develop a draft concept
plan to truly address the growing traffic problems along
with other planning issues within the corridor.

On February 29t 2012, the committee unveiled the first
iteration of that plan at a public workshop held at the
Round Lake Firehouse. Approximately 75 residents
attended the workshop and after a presentation, voiced
their opinions about the proposed plan.

After 25 years of service as Malta’s Assessor, Sue Otis has
announced her retirement. Supervisor Sausville said, “Sue’s
departure will be a great loss to the Town. She was well
respected as an expert by assessors throughout the State.”

On February 6, the Town Board appointed Rae-Lyn Dussault
as Acting Assessor to fill out the remaining term of the office.

Rae-Lyn was hired as Assistant Assessor in 2002 and
mentored by Sue Otis, following the prescribed outline set
forth by the New York State Office of Real Property
Services. Rae-Lyn was enrolled in the Candidate for
Assessor Program and over the last ten years has completed
the required courses including Assessment Administration,
Exemption Administration as well as Residential and
Commercial Valuation classes. She will complete the Ethics
requirement this year and will become certified.

Under the direction of the current assessor Rae-Lyn has had

experience in completing a reassessment project as well as
maintaining a full value roll annually.

MESSAGE FROM THE HIGHWAY
SUPERINTENDENT, Roger Crandall

Did you know:

~ The Town replaces mailboxes and repair lawn
damage due to snow plowing. Please know that it is not
intentional and if you would like to be placed on a list for
repair please call the Highway Dept. Mailboxes are
replaced with a standard mailbox and post. Caution is used
while plowing because a driver knows they will be doing the
repair laterl Remember that the town right-of-way is 30’
from the center of the road on each side.

~ The Town will be picking up brush/yard waste starting
May 7. Please have what you want removed out by the
roadside Sunday night, May 6. WE ONLY MAKE ONE
TRIP THRU EACH NEIGHBORHOOD*

~ County Waste will pick up yard waste (barring any
storms) from April thru November. To ensure that your
yard waste is picked up by County Waste it MUST meet
their requirements and can be seen on their website.

~ When there is a major storm our crew will go through the
town and pick up your fallen trees. Have manageable
lengths with the cut end toward the road. We will make one
trip around to pick up the debris within one week from the
storm. The sooner the debris is placed out by the road, the
better the chance that it will get picked up.

~ When resurfacing your driveway proper drainage and
slope needs to be maintained. If paved higher than the road
surface it is subject to damage during the plowing season or
if water flow is impeded it may cause premature failure.

~ When doing projects outside the house please keep in
mind that it is essential all landscaping and fixtures (fences,
sprinkler systems, basketball hoops, rocks, etc.) be placed
OUTSIDE the Town right-of-way, which in most cases is 30’
from the center of the road. The Town will not be
responsible for repairing or replacing these obstructions,
and if deemed to be a hazard, they may be removed.

~ Each year we pave between 3 to 7 miles of roadway.
When this occurs, we notify the residents of the dates by
flyers handed out to the residents of the streets that will be
paved. We also notify the school district if the road will be
impassable for buses.

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GROWTH PLANNED FOR MALTA
Anthony Tozzi, Building & Planning Director

Several projects have recently been approved by the Planning
Board that will bring new development to the Town. Eighteen
projects are active. Following is a summary of seven projects
under way. For a complete listing contact the Planning
Department at 899-2685.

Park Place, 61 Phaeton Lane is located on Route 9 across from
the new roundabout at the intersection of Route 9 and Stonebreak
Road. It consists of 60 single family residences, 238 apartment
units and up to 115,000 square feet (s.f.) of commercial space.
Status: The PDD was approved by Town Board on 6/28/04. The site
plan was approved by Planning Board on 3/18/08. The residential
portion is under construction.

Ellsworth Commons, Route 9 is located on Route 9 across from
Town Hall. It consists of 70,000 s.f. of retail/commercial/
professional space; 340,000 s.f. of apartments (310 units total);
65,000 s.f. of townhouses (22 units total). Status: The site plan was
approved 5/22/07. The project is currently under construction.
Three of four buildings are complete.

Affordable Storage is located at Route 9 near Woodfield
Boulevard. The applicant has recently constructed a 3-story
building (totaling approximately 90,000 s.f.) for self storage. It
includes 10,400 s.f. for office, retail/sales and storage. Status: A
special use permit was approved on 2/16/10. The site plan was
approved 6/22/10. Construction is complete.

Columbia Development Building is located at 2537 Route 9
across from Town Court between Ellsworth Commons and CVS
Pharmacy. It is a mixed use 2-story building approved for a
restaurant with patio, bank with a drive-thru and retail uses. It has
approximate 18,790 s.f of floor space. Status: A special use
permit has been granted and the site plan was approved on
12/21/10. The building is currently under construction.

The Bluth Building is located at 2452 Route 9 across from the
Malta Ambulance Corps. It consists of 10,140 s.f. of retail space
and 20,280 s.f. of office space. The owner/applicant is Bluth
Company, LLC. Status: The site plan was approved 5/20/08 and
amended on7/19/11. The building is currently under construction.

Blacksmith Square is located at 2458 Route 9 across from Parade
Ground Village. It is a mixed-use development consisting of two 4
-story buildings containing a total of 32,150 s.f. of commercial,
professional, and retail space, with 170 apartment units. In
addition, there is a 3-story building of which 19,584 s.f. is a
parking garage. The owner/applicant is Albany Partners LLC.
Status: A special use permit was granted on 12/22/2009. The site
plan was approved on 5/17/11.

GlobalFoundries- Administration Building 2, 400 Stonebreak
Road In addition to Fab 8 and the GlobalFoundries Administrative
Building #1, a second 3-story administrative building totaling
221,000 s.f. is under construction.

Malta Crossings is located at 2621 Route 9 and is located at the
former ALSARA Nursery along the east side of Route 9 near
Cramer Road. It is a major subdivision; uses may include retail,
offices, hotel, daycare, townhomes and single-family homes.
Status: A special use permit was granted; site plan approved for
infrastructure (roads, sewer, water).

Eleven other projects are planned or underway, including; an
urgent care center at the Saratoga Medical Park At Malta located
at Exit 12; The redevelopment of the Malta Mall where Hannaford
is building a new grocery store on Round Lake Road; a subdivision
of 153 single-family homes on Route 9P; and much, much more.

HISTORIC GOLD DISCOVERED
Paul Perreault, Town Historian

Recently, while rummaging through the basement of the
Court Building, | struck “historian’s gold”, i.e. a dusty box of
old papers. | guess they have been there since the late
1990’s and long forgotten by whoever put them there. Some
go back to the 1860’s and others are as “recent” as the
1950’s but all have something in common: they give us a
better understanding of the history of Malta.

Among the ftreasure are nomination petitions for the
Prohibition Party, fire insurance policies issued by the Malta
Insurance Co., records from the 9 Common School Districts
prior to centralization, applications to sell “Strong and
Spiritous Liquors, Wines, Ale and Beer”, and a petition to the
Board of Health complaining of the “noxious odors” coming
from a neighbor’s barn. There are tax warrants and jury
lists giving the names of hundreds of residents of our town in
the 1890’s and Justice of the Peace records that tell who
was speeding in town in the 1920’s. Another item is a book
of rhymes entitled “Little Poems for Little Folks” that was
used in the Maltaville School in the 1870’s.

Not all of us have records or books from the 1860’s around
the house but most of us have a basement and usually there
is an old box or trunk gathering dust in the corner.
Sometimes it was put there after the loss of a loved one and
forgotten. There may be some happy memories or even
some surprises waiting you there, so take a look when you
have the chance. And if you find something that might be
significant to town history, please contact me at 899- 7286
or historian@malta-town.org.

Round Lake Preserve The Town and Village of Round Lake
have been working with NYS DEC to build separate boat
launches for motorized and non-motorized uses on Round
Lake. If the agreements move forward, DEC will build a
new, motorized launch on Route 9, without Town or Village
funds. The motorized launch will accommodate parking for
both vehicles and vehicles with trailers.

A second launch is planned on the Town’s “Round Lake
Preserve”. Located on the eastern shore of Round Lake on
the Town border with Stillwater. The Round Lake Preserve is
a 126-acre wildlife and environmental recreation area
purchased by the Town and Saratoga P.L.A.N in 2007. The
Town has a $400,000 matching grant to develop a
non-motorized launch, a variety of trails and to preserve the
critical environment.

Trails The linkage of the Zim Smith Trail to US Route 9 in the
vicinity of My Way Café is anticipated to be completed this
year. This project will link the Zim Smith Trail to the 512 miles
of paved trails in the Technology Park, the 100 Acre
Woods, the Luther Forest Athletic Fields and the Town of
Stillwater. In addition, other opportunities are being
reviewed to link the trail to Route 67 and the downtown
area.

Summer Camp The full day summer program is an eight
week program for children Kindergarten through Fifth
grade.

Malta’s Summer Camps are structured, well-supervised
programs licensed by the New York State Health
Department. The Town also provides a variety of week-long
specialty camps throughout the summer as well as program
opportunities for pre-school aged children.

Camp Counselor Job Opportunities Applications are now
being accepted for counseling positions for the full-day and
half day summer camps. Teachers, parents and college
students interested in pursuing careers in education or similar
fields are encouraged to apply. Applicants must be 16
years or older and have experience working with children.
Youth who are fifteen years old are encouraged to
participate as a Counselor in Training.

Luther Forest Athletic Fields Phase | construction of the
Luther Forest Athletic Fields will be completed this year. This
will include three soccer fields and two softball fields with a
build out scenario of potentially including two additional
softball fields and a Babe Ruth field.

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MESSAGE FROM THE MALTA FIRE MARSHAL , Paul R. Parker Jr.

With warmer weather and longer days here, we are emerging from our winter cocoons to focus on long-neglected pro-
jects like spring cleaning, home repairs and yard work. Here are a few safety tips to remember:

Cleaning for Safety

*  household and pool chemicals, paints and fuels should be properly marked and stored;

*  remove all fire hazards left from old man winter including tree limbs and brush;

*  you may not burn leaves;

*  you may burn tree limbs with attached leaves; the limbs must be less than 6” in diameter and 8’ in length;

*  you may not burn at all from March 16™ thru May 14t due to the increased risk of brush fires.

BBQ Safety

*  ensure your barbecue is sound and in good working order;

* never use a barbecue indoors due to fire hazard and possible carbon monoxide issues;

*  light barbecue with long match or mechanical device designed for lighting barbecues;

* allow barbecue to cool after use and before attempting to move it;

*  when using a charcoal grill use only recognized charcoal starter fluid

*  when removing the ashes from the barbecue, make certain they are cool and put them in a non-flammable container;

*  when using a gas grill open barbecue lid before turning on gas or lighting grill;

*  when you have finished cooking, turn off gas cylinder;

*  never store gas cylinders indoors.

Spring and summer bring sights, sounds and smells that
may be uncommon to people who didn't grow up on a
farm. Farms with cows, horses or chickens may spread
manure on their fields — recycling nutrients to the soil.
Farmers may be out making noise as they work early in
the morning or late into the evening. Or, residents may see
tractors and farm equipment on roadways as farmers
move from one field to the next.

Each Malta resident can play a role in ensuring that local
farms continue to be part of our community by being a
good neighbor. Farmers are hard at work dealing with
the frequently changing weather conditions, insect
outbreaks and other events that affect their day to day
lives. If you have a question about a farmer’s activities, go
talk with them. Slow down and be patient if you see a
slow moving tractor on the road.
“Buy vegetables, eggs, plants or other farm products
from local farms or take a ride on a horse at a local
horse boarding facility. “

You should also feel comfortable in reaching out to the
Malta Open Space, Agricultural Preservation and Trails
Committee. Malta’s new ‘Right to Farm’ law designates our
committee as a resource to help address concerns involving
local farmers, so please contact us.

James Lettko, a Troy High School and Hudson Valley
Community College graduate who lives in Malta, was
promoted to brigadier general in the New York Army
National Guard on September 30. He is now serving as
the Deputy Commander of Joint Task Force Guantanamo.

Veterans will receive a picture I.D. card to present to
participating merchants who will honor the cardholders by
providing a discount on purchases and services.

Veteran Eligibility and Application:

e Eligibility is for Veterans or the widows/widowers of
Veterans.

® Eligibility is dependent upon an honorable discharge
from the United States military.

e FAVOR Cards must be applied for in person only.

® Receipt of the card requires the filing of original

discharge papers (DD214) at the Saratoga County Clerk’s
Office.
